UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1 Consider petition submitted by Calli Berg on behalf of the Greater Bridgman Area
Chamber of Commerce and Growth Alliance to amend signage regulations fo facilitate
local business participation with the Michigan Department of Transportation’s (MDOT)
Logo Signing Program and to schedule a public hearing,

Ganum spoke about the requested amendment, stating that this particular amendment



doesn't require extensive language, as it only applies to businesses not located on Red
Arrow Highway.

He also indicated that Sara Seneca, Bridgman City Attorney, had reviewed and approved
the proposed language.

Hetrman question the language, stating that he wanted the City to have sole control over
the signage proposed, not the City and the Greater Bridgman Area Chamber of
Commerce and Growth Alliance. He said that while these entities have a a harmonious
relationship at the present time, unforeseen problems in the future could cause problems,
He said that the City should have total confrol and could appoint a designee.

Mayor Anderson told the Commission that the signs in question are maintained and
owned by the CGA and that they adhere to the rules of the Ordinance.

Ganum said that it does make sense for the control to be held by the City.

Herrman made a motion to have the proposed amended verbiage ( Section 11.07(2))
read as follows:

Directional signs which meet Michigan Department of Transportation's Specific
Services Signing Program are excluded from this prohibition, provided that the
following conditions arc met:

a. Directional signs shall only be placed on specified structures and signage which
are authorized by the city of Bridgman,
b. The City of Bridgman shall specify signage and design.

Woerdehoff provided a second.
The motion passed unanimously.

The proposed amended verbiage (Section 11.07(2)) shall read:

Directional signs which meet Michigan Department of Transportation's Specific
Services Signing Program are excluded from this prohibition, provided that the
following conditions are met:

a. Directional signs shall only be placed on specified structures and signage which
are authorized by the city of Bridgman.
b. The City of Bridgman shall specify signage and design.
